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Admission Policy for Rise & Shine (R&S)
Due to our long waiting list (WL) we have had to write the following admission policy. We trust this will be respected to ensure fairness for all children registered. We have to maintain a register, and limit the number of children attending, each morning, for health and safety reasons.
· Email R&S riseandshine@stmarks-battersea.org.uk to request a place on the WL. You will be asked to fill in a registration form. It is your responsibility to let the R&S team know if your contact details change. If you do not have email access you can call the church (020 7223 6188) and request that the R&S team leader contacts you directly to register; 

· The space is given to the child, therefore once the child leaves R&S the space becomes available for the next child on the WL;
· To be fair to others waiting we require a minimum of 50% attendance per term. If your attendance falls below this, without particular reason eg illness, your place will be offered to the next person on the WL;
· We cannot accommodate speculative visits, and do not permit visitors using other friends’ places when those friends are away;  
· If your child is leaving R&S, but you want to come back, these principles apply:

· if you are a nanny and are changing jobs, and want to come back with a different child, that child will need to join the WL;
· if you are a mum and your child is going to nursery/school, your child (and you) will come off the register. If you are pregnant you can return to your place – but you must ensure the team knows this before your older child leaves R&S, and that the register has your new child on it;
· Nanny shares: unless both children in the nanny share are in the same position on the WL then we cannot offer them a place. However the first child on the WL may of course ‘move down’ the WL to join the second child;
· If you already have a child at R&S and are due to have another one – this baby is welcome to join us. Please ensure the team knows so they can be added to the register; and

· R&S is run for 0–3s.  We are aware that at times older siblings may be off school and wish to attend the session. Too many older siblings 4+ can make the room unsafe for the little ones. It is at the discretion of the leader of the session as to whether older siblings can attend the group on a given morning. 
NB: R&S is entirely run by a team of volunteer mums and dads from St Mark’s Church. To support this team there may at times be extra pairs of hands joining us. St Mark’s volunteers will have name badges or stickers highlighting the fact they are ‘helpers’ for the session.
