*Timings

The playgroup runs from 10-11.30am on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday mornings. We open the doors at 10am. The doors will close at 10.30am to safeguard the security of the church. Please try to arrive before then. 

10 – registration & free play

10.55 – tidy up time

11.00 – snack time (coffee & cake for adults and healthy snacks for the children. Please bring a drink for your child and ensure that you select snacks appropriate for your child.)

11.15 – singing

11.30 – end of session

*The essentials…

Toilets & nappy changing – there are ladies toilets just beyond the kitchen around to the right. The nappy changing facilities are in the disabled toilet, just on your left through the glass doors.

Kitchen – please keep the hatch free of bags and be careful not to let your children play with the doors. Only helpers are allowed in the kitchen - if you need anything from the kitchen, just let them know.

Bringing friends – we love meeting grandparents and other relatives, but unfortunately can’t allow visitors with extra children to come – please read new admission rules. 

Song time – if you could keep your chat to a minimum at this point, the person leading the singing will be VERY grateful!  Do join in with the singing and if there are songs you’d like to sing, let us know. Once a month we will have Toddler Church instead of our normal singing circle. A Rise and Shine team member and Quin (music leader) will lead a few fun songs, read a short story, and say some simple prayers. Everyone's invited to join us in church from 11.15-11.30am, in lieu of our usual singing circle… it is of course fine if you choose not to join us for this session and simply leave after snack time but we do of course welcome you all to join us!

Newsletter – we publish a newsletter once a term which lets you know about what’s going on in Rise & Shine, plus at our church (we run a variety of practical courses and services, both on Sundays and at other times). 

Subs – we suggest a donation of £2 per unit i.e. a carer and the child(ren) they bring – this is a flat rate and we don’t expect more! As Rise & Shine is run by church volunteers, our overheads are quite low. 

Fire exits – the fire exits are the glass doors onto the common – just push to open. 

*Some non-essentials…

Hiring the premises – we often get asked if we hire out the hall or rooms. The answer is sadly no, not at the moment, as it would require extra staff plus the fact that most of our premises are used on a regular basis by the church.

Holidays – we close for Christmas, Easter and the summer and at half-terms. We publish our term dates in our newsletters, and use the Wandsworth School closures as a guideline.

Leaving – if you are going to be leaving, please let us know so that we can offer your place to the next person on the waiting list.

Concerns - if you have any concerns about toys or the set up, please speak to our session team leaders - Lisa Yates (tues), Karen Andrews (wed), or Jen Wills (thurs).
Bookstall – you may not know that we have a bookstall down by the Boutflower Road entrance, which is a great place to stop by if you need a present for a godchild, for example.

St Mark’s Church – our main Sunday services are at 9.30am & 11.15am (children’s groups for 0s upwards each week except generally the fourth Sunday of each month on which we hold two services for all ages at the same times) and 6pm (no children’s groups.)
